Robert H. Swanberg was a 4
th

 Degree Knight; he made his first 

degree on April 1, 1972.  He served as Grand Knight in 1992-

1993 and became President of the Columbian Club in 1994.  

Also in 1994 Bob replaced Rudy Opatovsky when Rudy became 

ill, as editor of the Chancellor.  Bob and his wife Betty were 

responsible for taking the Chancellor from a mimeograph 

version to an award winning council newsletter. 

 

Bob participated in all the activities our council sponsored, such 

as the Westwood parade, golf outings, council annual retreats 

and all the fund raising dinners.  He also participated in the 

Alzheimer walk-a-thon cooking and serving the walkers hotdogs 

and hamburgers.  Bob also participated in the Seminarian 

Lottery which he won frequently.  It was at Bob's suggestion 

that the council participated in feeding the less fortunate in 

Newark one day a year, and it was under his tutelage that it 

expanded to eight Saturdays per Columbian year.  Bob paid for 

many of the additional expenses such as the costs of gas, tolls, 

and he even brought the milk and butter at his own expense 

when he chaired this activity.  He was very adept at taking an 

idea and implementing it; such as creating the Memorial cards 

program to offset the cost of food for the Newark project and 

the publishing of the Council telephone directory. 

 

Bob oversaw the renovation of the council hall in 2001.  He 

designed and constructed the cabinets behind both bars.
